HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents today in the clinic with on and off symptoms of urinary frequency and urgency. She has been taking lemon water to try and help with these symptoms for the past two months. No fevers, body aches or chills noted.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Diabetes, CVA, and asthma.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She reports occasional ETOH as well as a current smoker.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.

RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

GENITALIA: Deferred at this time.

LABS: Testing in the office, urinalysis showed positive signs of infection.
ASSESSMENT: Urinary tract infection with hematuria and dysuria.

PLAN: We will provide Macrobid and advised the patient to follow up with urology. Discharged in stable condition.
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
