SUBJECTIVE: The patient is doing well. She has no shortness of breath. No cough. No congestion. No fever. No chills. She has a right knee pain and the previous visit had X-ray. X-ray showed right knee arthroplasty intact. Generalized osteopenia was noted. Other than that she has some pain and aches, but doing well. No shortness of breath. No wheezing. No cough. No congestion. She is using baseline oxygen. When I saw the patient’s family is at the bedside. They are visiting her today and the patient is in a good mood.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
HEENT: No headache. No dizziness. No sore throat.

Pulmonary: No cough.

Cardiac: No chest pain.

GI: No vomiting.

Musculoskeletal: Bilateral knees some pain and aches and gets relief through the medications.

Neuro: No syncope.

Endocrine: No polyuria. No polydipsia. No heat or cold intolerance.

Hematology: No bleeding. No bruising.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is awake. She is alert and oriented x 3.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 135/82. Pulse 67. Temperature 98.5 F. Respirations 20 per minute. Pulse oximetry 95%.

HEENT: Head – Atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes: Anicteric.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Nontender. Bowel sounds positive.

Extremities: Bilateral knee surgical site scar healing well. There is no calf tenderness.

Neuro: She is awake, alert and oriented x3.

LABS: PT is 21.10 and INR 1.8. The patient is on warfarin and INR is being monitored. We will follow and repeat INR on 06/12/23.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. The patient is admitted with status post bilateral knee arthroplasty.

2. COPD oxygen dependent.

3. Hypertension.

4. Degenerative joint disease.

5. Obesity.

6. History of pulmonary hypertension.

7. History of atrial fibrillation.

PLAN OF CARE: We will continue all her current medications. Follow PT and INR and continue physical therapy. Care plan discussed with the patient. She is doing well.
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
