No dizziness. No cough. No congestion. No fever or chills. No shortness of breath. No dizziness.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:

1. History of squamous cell cancer excision.

5. Latanoprost eye drops 0.005% one drop both eyes at bedtime

6. Potassium chloride 10 mEq daily.

7. Simvastatin 20 mg two tablets once a day.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

GI: No vomiting.

Abdomen: Soft. Nontender. Bowel sounds positive.

Extremities: Trace edema. No calf tenderness.

Neuro: He is awake, forgetful and disoriented.
