ENDOSCOPY REPORT

PATIENT: Jordan, Wanda

PROCEDURE PERFORMED: Colonoscopy, incomplete.
INDICATION OF PROCEDURE: Colorectal cancer screening.

DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: Informed consent was obtained. Possible complications of the procedure including bleeding, infection, perforation, drug reaction as well as a possibility of missing a lesion such as a malignancy were all explained to the patient. The patient was brought to the endoscopy suite, placed in the left lateral position, sedated as per Anesthesiology Service. A digital rectal examination was performed. A well-lubricated Olympus video colonoscope was introduced into the rectum and advanced under direct vision to ascending colon. Further advancement was not possible due to poor prep and significant looping. The patient tolerated the procedure well and recovered well post procedure without any complications.
FINDINGS: Cecum not reached due to significant looping and technically difficult study in addition to poor prep on the right side of the colon. Boston Bowel Preparation Score was 1 for ascending colon, 2 for transverse colon, and 2 for descending colon. Maximum extent reached was ascending colon. Procedure was aborted due to inadequate bowel prep. The patient recovered well post procedure without any complications. 
IMPRESSION: Incomplete colonoscopy exam. Maximum extent reached to ascending colon.

PLAN:
1. Follow up in the office to discuss procedure results.

2. Recommend extended bowel prep regimen and schedule colonoscopy at next available appointment.
