ENDOSCOPY REPORT

PATIENT: Roberts, Margaret

PROCEDURE PERFORMED: Flexible sigmoidoscopy with polypectomy.
INDICATION OF PROCEDURE: History of rectal carcinoid.

DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: Informed consent was obtained. Possible complications of the procedure including bleeding, infection, perforation, drug reaction as well as a possibility of missing a lesion such as a malignancy were all explained to the patient. The patient was brought to the endoscopy suite, placed in the left lateral position, sedated as per Anesthesiology Service. A digital rectal examination was performed. A well-lubricated Olympus video pediatric colonoscope was introduced into the rectum and advanced under direct vision to the rectosigmoid area. A retroflex view was performed to complete the flexible sigmoidoscopy exam. The patient tolerated the procedure well and recovered well post procedure without any complications.
FINDINGS: Hyperplastic polyps were noted in the rectosigmoid and rectal region. One of the polyps that was 1.2 cm was removed by cold snare. Rectum maximum extent reached was rectosigmoid. Small hemorrhoids were noted on retroflexed view. The rectal mucosa was examined in detail with high definition white light and NBI light. No mucosal abnormalities were noted other than small hyperplastic polyps.

IMPRESSION: Hyperplastic appearing polyps. Small external hemorrhoids. 

PLAN:
1. Follow up in the office to discuss procedure results and polypectomy results.

2. Next exam to be decided at followup visit.
