Dear Dr. Lu:

Thank you for this referral.

This 19-year-old male who does not smoke or drink. Denies any drug allergies. He is in third year of college. He is here on account of recent CBC showing elevated platelet count.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is doing otherwise fine for last year or so he has developed acne, which are very aggressive. He recently had been placed on Accutane and he seems to be doing bit little better. In any case, he had a CBC in January, which showed platelet count of 479 and again on 05/22 a CBC showed platelet count of 426, WBC count was 10.5, and hemoglobin was 15.4 that is the reason patient is here.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is 19-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 9 inches tall, weighing 154 pounds, and blood pressure 125/75.

HEENT: Face: Showed significant acne all over the face and more so on the forehead.

Neck: No lymph node felt in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. Aggressive acne now on Accutane.

2. Thrombocytosis.

RECOMMENDATIONS: At this point, the thrombocytosis appears to be reactive could be from significant inflammation around the acne and so I would not recommend any further workup close followup might be required I will do CBC in three months. As far as the platelet count goes, I do not see him at any higher risk for thromboembolism and hence baby aspirin may not appropriate at this point.
