HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 1-year-old female in no acute distress present in clinic with mother for bilateral ear pain. She states that approximately seven days prior the child had runny nose and cough, but that resolved; however, three days ago, did have 101.6 temperature. Mother has been giving Tylenol and Motrin alternating every four hours and no fever since, but the mother states that the patient is pulling at her ears, has been eating and playing normal.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory. No reports of smoking or secondhand smoke exposure.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well-appearing, no acute distress, alert and oriented child.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Bilateral mild erythema noted in the ear canals. No bulging of the TMs. Nose: No rhinorrhea noted.  Throat: No erythema or edema noted.

NECK: Soft with no thyroid enlargement.

RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds are clear in all four quadrants.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. 

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Color is normal with no rashes or lesions.

DIAGNOSIS: External otitis media bilaterally.

PLAN: Start amoxicillin for the next five days.  School note given for mother to return the child to daycare as it has been 24 hours with no fever. I advised the mother to follow up as needed.  The patient was discharged in stable condition.
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
