HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: He is reporting to the clinic for his one-month followup post accident as a workmen’s comp case. He was sent out for physical therapy and now back from physical therapy. There is 54% improvement and continuing to improve with three more weeks of rest of the physical therapy and requests this form be extended for those three weeks so that he can attend physical therapy and not attend work because it aggravates his lower back pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking, drinking or illicit drug use reported.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is in no acute distress. Mild pain noted in gait. He is awake, alert and oriented x 3.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Clear with no erythema. No bulging of the tympanic membranes. Nose: Clear with no rhinorrhea.  Throat: Clear with no erythema, edema or exudate noticed.

NECK: Supple. Full range of motion.

RESPIRATORY: Clear in all four quadrants.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

BACK: On inspection, no noted back spasms or bulging or deformities noted. On flexion and extensions, discomfort noted as well as left lateral rotation.

ASSESSMENT: Low back pain with sciatica.

PLAN: Continue physical therapy and come in for one-month post followup to evaluate for return to work status. The patient was discharged in stable condition.
