She states she does bathe him and pulls the skin back to wash the area, but when he goes to the bathroom to urinate, he goes by himself sometimes, may be urine is left in there causing him irritation. They have not tried any treatment at this time and it has been going on for one week.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives at home with mother and siblings. No reports of secondhand smoke exposure.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

HEENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.

RESPIRATORY: Clear in all four quadrants.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Does show excoriation under the uncircumcised area of the penile head with white discharge.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion and nontender.

ASSESSMENT: Candidiasis.

PLAN: We will treat with nystatin twice a day for the next seven days. Instructed mother on penile cleaning and discharged in stable condition.
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
