HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a well-known 51-year-old female comes in to the clinic today for a followup after seeing cardiology from referral due to unknown syncopal episodes. Results are in the chart. Discussed with the patient since then has she had any syncopal episodes, she states she has not because she has cut her Lyrica medication in half and has not passed out since and does not desire to continue with expensive referrals for the syncope as syncope has self-resolved according to her.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, diabetes, hypothyroidism, hyperlipidemia, insomnia and syncope.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tubal ligation and sinus surgery.

MEDICATIONS: See the opposite page.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She is a smoker with no desire to quit smoking.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Within normal limits.

HEENT: Oral mucosa is without any lesions.

NECK: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and S2. No gallops or murmurs.

ABDOMEN: Soft.
SKIN: Without rash or lesions.

NEUROLOGIC: She is nonfocal.

ASSESSMENT: Unknown syncope.

PLAN: To monitor at this time and report to the ER if she continues to have these bouts or offered referral to neurology which she declines. Also, today’s visit she needed a refill on Mounjaro. She states she is not having any side effects, no issues or concerns to the medication and that medication was refilled. The patient was discharged in stable condition.
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
