SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father and siblings. No reports of secondhand smoke exposure.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed and well groomed. She is not in any distress.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Without erythema or bulging of the TMs. Mouth: Mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

HEART: Positive S1 and S2. No murmurs.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

GENITAL: Exam deferred at this time.

ASSESSMENT: Yeast infection.

PLAN: We will treat with fluconazole and to follow up as needed. The patient is discharged in stable condition to the mother and answered all questions.
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
