Dear Dr. Page:
This is a followup for Mr. Hansen with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in December.  No hospital visit.  Seeing cardiology Dr. Hajjar.  Hard of hearing.  Few pounds weight loss, but states to be eating without any nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No blood or melena.  There is some degree of constipation.  There is nocturia.  Minor incontinence and urgency, but no infection, cloudiness or blood.  No chest pain, palpitation or increase of dyspnea.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  Isolated nose bleeding.
Review of Systems:  Other review of systems is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Aspirin dose decreased to 81 mg, blood pressure losartan, remains on diabetes and cholesterol management, nitrates and MiraLax.
Physical Examination:  Weight down to 168 and blood pressure by nurse 171/77 left and 162/85 right.  I checked it myself it was 142/70 on the right.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  Premature beats.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites or tenderness.  No major edema.  Hard of hearing.  Normal speech.  He states blood pressure at home or in the office 140s/80s.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries from June.  No anemia.  Sodium and potassium are normal.  Albumin and calcium normal.  Creatinine has been around lower 2s.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III-IV, clinically no progression.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  Underlying diabetes and hypertension.  No documented urinary retention or kidney obstruction.  There has been no need for EPO treatment.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Tolerating maximal dose of losartan without problems of potassium and acid base.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.  Stable neuropathy.  No antiinflammatory agents.  Plan to see him back on the next 4 to 6 months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
