HISTORY: This is a 21-year-old female here to establish care during pregnancy. The patient indicated that she is approximately 6 months along, was diagnosed in Montana; stated she was there with her partner when she became pregnant. She indicated that she already started prenatal care while in Montana and states she is already on prenatal vitamins. She stated she had two sets of ultrasound, which verified IUP, also the second set of ultrasound confirms baby’s sex. She stated her main reason for visiting is to receive a referral to an OB/GYN doctor and to complete her forms of pregnancy verification, so she can process them for her insurance purposes. The patient states she has no complaints today.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies spotting. Denies bleeding. Denies abdominal pain. Denies headache. Denies frequent urination.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 97% at room air.

Blood pressure is 117/64.

Pulse is 70.

Temperature is 98.0.

ABDOMEN: Gravid consistent with history. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

NEURO: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT: Second trimester gestation.
PLAN: Urine pregnancy was done in the clinic today and the urine pregnancy test was positive.

The patient requests refill of antiviral medications. She states she gets herpes outbreak on her lips and would like to have some medication just in the event that she has an outbreak. The patient was given acyclovir topical 5% cream, she will apply six times a day for seven days only if she has an outbreak; she was given a prescription for 15 g. The patient was given a consultation to Dr. Thu Hoang, telephone number 346-418-9642. She was strongly advised to call this number for followup and continuous care of her pregnancy.
She was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none.
