HISTORY: This is a 57-year-old gentleman here for routine followup. The patient stated he has a history of chronic eye inflammation secondary to surgery and is currently on eye drops called difluprednate ophthalmic suspension. He stated he ran out of this medication and would like to have a refill before he goes to Guam. He states he would be gone to Guam for approximately three or four weeks and will not be able to get it filled out there.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient complains of right thumb pain, he states this is chronic. He said he has a history of tendinitis and pain is similar and would like to have something to help him with the pain. Described pain as aching, rated the pain 4/10 increased with motion. He denies pain in the scaphoid region.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 98% at room air.

Blood pressure is 108/72.

Pulse is 73.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.0.

RIGHT THUMB: Full range of motion with mild discomfort on flexion. No edema. No erythema. The thumb is not hot to touch. Capillary refill is less than two seconds. Sensation normal.

EYES: PERL. EOM full range of motion. No erythema of his conjunctiva. No lid edema. No orbital edema. No discharge or bleeding.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Thumb pain.
2. Chronic left eye inflammation.
3. Medication refill.
PLAN: The patient’s medications were refilled as follows:

1. Difluprednate ophthalmic suspension 0.05% use one drop q.i.d. for two weeks, then one drop b.i.d. for one week, then one drop daily for one week; a total of 77 drops.
2. Mobic 7.5 mg, he will take one p.o. daily for 30 days #30.
He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none.
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
