SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Sheri was recently admitted to Ascension Oakland Hospital due to enlarged fibroid or there she was diagnosed having hypokalemia and anemia for which she was referred to hematologist. Although currently she has been doing better. She has no nausea or vomiting. Her psychotropic medication has been helping her. Her mother was also present during the course of evaluation. She denies any depression, anxiety, or mood swings. Any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusions. She was having enlargement of abdomen and nausea for which she went to the hospital and was diagnosed having fibroid tumor. She has been taking other medications and has been seeing her therapist on regular basis. The patient was in a good mood, pleasant affect. No irritability or agitation. No suicidal thoughts. No symptoms of hallucinations or delusions. She has been compliant with the medication and treatment. Risk, benefits, and side effects were explained. The patient medication was added for 30 days. She is on Depakote 250 mg b.i.d., gabapentin 100 mg three times a day, Zoloft 50 mg in the morning, quetiapine 100 mg at bedtime, lorazepam 0.5 mg p.r.n. 30 tablets was given and Haldol 10 mg b.i.d. There was no TD or EPS.
PLAN: Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
