SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: David described that he has been living with his relative and has been doing fine. He is taking his medications that include Zyprexa 20 mg daily and Prolixin 5 mg b.i.d. He is due for psychological evaluation at Ypsilanti Center and has been undergoing random drug testing as ordered by the court and he has court date in July. I provided supportive therapy and psych oriented therapy and encouraged that he can do better and try to present himself nicely and go for evaluation to which he has agreed. He was alert and oriented. His mood was euthymic. Affect was anxious. Speech was clear. There was no irritability or agitation. Denies any auditory or visual hallucinations. Denies any persecutory feeling. Judgment and insight is limited. The patient was further explained that he has gone through similar problem in the past and tried to be compliant with the medications and it will be all right.
ASSESSMENT: Schizophrenia chronic paranoid, currently appears stable.
PLAN: Legal issues. Ongoing legal issues for which he will go for psychological testing at Ypsilanti Center and also undergoing drug testing on regular basis. We will send Zyprexa 20 mg daily and Prolixin 5 mg b.i.d. for 30 days. Medication was ordered. Risk, benefits, and side effects are explained. Prognosis is guarded.
