This 92-year-old gentleman is being evaluated for face-to-face today at 7 p.m. at 4141 South Braeswood Boulevard in Houston, Texas.
This 92-year-old gentleman is currently on hospice with parkinsonism, stage IV decubitus ulcer, weight loss, decreased appetite, total ADL dependent, and aspiration syndrome. He is bedbound and bowel and bladder incontinent. Joseph was a teacher in New Orleans years ago. He is single. He has one child. He suffers from along with his endstage parkinsonism with coronary artery disease status post pacemaker, anemia, protein-calorie malnutrition, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, BPH, hydrocephalus, urinary retention, aphasia, hypotension related to parkinsonism and history of autonomic nervous dysfunction, stage IV sacral decubitus ulcer, hearing loss, neuropathy, encephalopathy, weakness, and confusion. Oriented to person only. Stiffness of the joints, contractures of the lower extremity, generalized weakness, lack of coordination. The patient in the past month or so has lost 3 to 4 pounds. His decubitus ulcer is never going to heal. The patient has a Foley catheter in place because of atonic bladder and urinary retention. His protein-calorie malnutrition is responsible for his decubitus ulcer, which is unavoidable. Prognosis remains quite poor for Joseph who continues to be hospice appropriate and with chronic pain syndrome and showing significant demise consistent with his endstage parkinsonism.
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
