CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is a 54-year-old male with cardiac arrest.
HPI: The patient is a 54-year-old male who reports history of intestinal blockage. He then underwent surgery at Alta Bates Medical Center. He apparently then experienced a cardiac arrest. He was discharged and subsequently referred for evaluation. He has had no chest pain, shortness of breath or palpitations.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypertension.
2. Hypercholesterolemia.

3. End-stage renal disease dialyzed Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Colostomy.
2. Partial colectomy.
3. Status post right nephrectomy.
MEDICATIONS: Unknown.
ALLERGIES: LISINOPRIL results in finger swelling. DILAUDID results in tongue swelling.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother had diabetes.
SOCIAL HISTORY: There is no history of cigarette smoking, alcohol or drug use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: Unremarkable.
Gastrointestinal: The patient has had nausea. The patient now has a colostomy bag.

Psychiatric: The patient reports difficulty arising.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 155/71, pulse 78, respiratory rate 16, height 65” and weight 180 pounds.

Abdomen: Exam reveals the finding of a colostomy bag being present. However, there is no tenderness present.
Extremities: Reveal multiple excoriations. This is especially present on the chest.
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DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm 66 beats per minute. There is left atrial enlargement. ECG otherwise unremarkable.
IMPRESSION:
1. History of cardiac arrest.
2. Hypertension.
3. End-stage renal disease.

4. Thyroid mass on examination.
PLAN:
1. Echocardiogram.
2. Nuclear stress test.

3. Follow up in one month.
