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FACE-TO-FACE
Ms. Davis is a 68-year-old woman, currently on hospice with diagnosis of liver failure. The patient has liver failure due to untreated hepatitis B. The patient also has cirrhosis of the liver, weight loss, chronic COPD, confusion, and history of schizophrenia in the past.
The patient continues to lose weight. She has lost weight from 140 to 130 pounds. Her MAC 27 cm on the right arm. Her KPS score is now dropped to 40%.

Despite taking Ensure and another supplement, she continues to lose weight. She has ascites. She is tired. She is weak. She has overall debility. She has had a couple of falls. She fell last week as a matter of fact has difficulty walking. She is no longer able to walk more than 5 to 6 feet without becoming short of breath and quite debilitated. The patient is drinking Ensure Vanilla as well as the other supplements try to keep up with her weight, but has not been very successful in doing so.
Medications reviewed today.
Her blood pressure 110/90. Pulse 100. Respiration 18. The patient is afebrile.
She has bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient wears a diaper and needs helps with all ADL. Overall, prognosis remains quite poor. Given natural progression of the disease, she most likely has less than six months to live. Comorbidities include COPD, anxiety, and depression the patient is on Klonopin as well as Remeron, weakness, ascites, and swelling of the lower extremities related to protein calorie malnutrition. The patient is currently taking Tylenol #3 to help for pain along with Xanax for anxiety issues, which appears to be working at this time.
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
