This is an 81-year-old gentleman on hospice with history of COPD. His other comorbidities include essential pulmonary hypertension, weight loss, lower extremity edema, chronic shortness of breath, and anxiety. His KPS score is 40%. He is FAST of 6D. He has bags of confusion related to hypoxemia and MAC is right arm is 24 cm. The patient is also having issues with difficult urinating and has had symptoms of UTI/prostatitis, which he is requesting medications for. Recent hospitalization was last October 2024, with collapsed lung and pneumonia. The patient has short of breath continued air hunger requiring respiratory treatments on regular basis at least three to four times a day.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/65, O2 sats 92% on room air. He is using oxygen. His nebulizer at least 4 to 6 times a day. The edema of the lower extremities related to his pulmonary hypertension. Overall, progress remains poor. He does have issues with ADL. Of course, he requires help with ADL and also wears adult diaper. Overall, prognosis remains poor. Most likely has less than six months to live given the natural progression of his disease including his weight loss and inability to assimilate regarding supplementation with protein and another medication.
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
