WELLS, FRANKLIN
Mr. Wells is an 86-year-old gentleman resides at Conroe Nursing Center with history of muscle wasting, encephalopathy, dysphagia, urinary tract infection, acute kidney failure, aphasia, and recent history of stroke who on about 06/01/2023 noted to have altered mental status. CT scan suggest bilateral infarct with severe sclerotic aortic valve on echocardiogram. The patient is obtunded and confused. The patient’s daughter and his wife are in agreement that the patient does not have much longer to live and is excellent hospice candidate with most likely less than six months to live. The patient deserved to be kept comfortable and dye in dignity. The patient’s recent CTA showed severe stenosis of the internal carotid with 90+% stenosis most suggestive of bilateral infarct and the patient is at high risk of developing further infarcts as well. The patient is not eating very much. He has had history of falls as well because of dizziness. His condition is to the point that he is a candidate for hospice. Wife and daughter agree with the plan and most likely will die in six months.
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
