CC: Statin hold.
HPI: A 76-year-old who has been on Lipitor 40 mg q.d. for several years; a lipid profile was done 05/13, which showed numbers within a normal range, so the statin was put on hold as a result. Wife had questions as to why and so I contacted her today and reviewed what his FLP results were and how long it has been held. She was actually quite pleased that it has been on hold, she has had concerns that it has been a medication for years without a break and reassured her that a break from it is a benefit to his liver and, prior to re-initiation of the medication, we would recheck an FLP at the end of August; she is pleased with that and then we will do further followup later this year. The patient was observed in the dining room, he sits at a table by himself, he has what looks like business paperwork in front of him, he was quiet, but if spoken to he will respond.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced Alzheimer’s disease, HLD, bipolar disorder, insomnia, chronic seasonal allergies, and GERD.

MEDICATIONS: Zyrtec 10 mg q.d., Depakote 125 mg b.i.d., docusate q.d., Pepcid 20 mg q.d., Flonase q.d., Lasix 40 mg MWF, Namenda 10 mg b.i.d., guaifenesin 600 mg b.i.d., olanzapine 2.5 mg b.i.d., Exelon patch 4.6 mg q.d. and Neurovite at noon, probiotic at noon and BrainMD Sleep chewable two at h.s.
ALLERGIES: PCN.

DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient groomed as per usual in his leather jacket, seated in the dining room.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Independent ambulation. Tends to keep arms at his side.
NEURO: Orientation to self only. He makes eye contact. He is verbal, but it is random and out of context and he will just ramble until redirected.
SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. HLD. Statin on hold since the end of April. We will recheck FLP at the end of August and go from there.

2. Social. All the above was reviewed with wife.
