CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with congestion, sore throat, dizziness, and behind back gets spasms for two days.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Sinus pressure and severe sore throat for the past two days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of hypertension, diabetes, hypothyroidism, hyperlipidemia, asthma, and migraines. She states that she has had ablations in her back.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Describes pain in her back and legs, going to see her chiropractor with cramps of left lower extremity, felt better at first.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: 3+ pharyngeal edema. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
Strep test was positive. The patient also had an EKG. Given Toradol 30 mg IM. Because of severe strep infection, the patient was given Rocephin 1 g with amoxicillin to take for 10 days with additional history of insulin-dependent diabetes mellitus, back pain, and apparent syncope spell. There is EKG obtained in the office showing no abnormality. Advised to follow up with endocrinologist and cardiologist.
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
