The patient presents with history of fallen out of bed few days ago with complaints of pain to the right ear.
PRESENT ILLNESS: States got a bed injury right ear three days ago, questionable better.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of eczema.
MEDICATIONS: Zofran per chart.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory other than has a pool and goes swimming every day.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Swimming a lot every day. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Tenderness to right external earring with slight inflammation of external auditory canal. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Chest: Without tenderness. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly, guarding or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. No CVA tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Right otitis externa with history of contusion to right external ear without injury to the tympanic membrane.
PLAN: The patient recommended not to get into water for the next several days. Given prescription for Cortisporin Otic. Advised to get alcohol drops to put in ear after swimming. Follow up as needed with pediatrician for routine care.
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
