The patient is seen today with history of being bit by a black wasp few days ago with complaints of itching and redness to the site of bite. She states that she was also bitten by red wasp two months ago. She states she has been working outdoors. She has never had a systemic type reaction to the left side.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: See chart.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Skin: Other than localized bite site right lower abdomen with central crater measuring 8 mm with surrounding erythema of 8 cm without induration or evidence of infection. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Musculoskeletal: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Local reaction to wasp sting.
PLAN: Given dexamethasone 4 mg IM with a prescription for Medrol Dosepak. Advised precautions for wasp sting, to take Benadryl if bitten again, apply ice compresses, being in no danger of systemic reaction to bite.
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
