The patient presents with history of a cut on the right fifth toe, happened yesterday.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Cut right fifth toe. He states he fell past two days ago, still bleeding off and on with tenderness.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of mild asthma.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Unremarkable.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Laceration right fifth distal toe. Neurological: Otherwise, within normal limits.
FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Laceration/contusion, right fifth toe, greater than 24 hours.

PLAN: X-ray of toe was obtained, showed no fracture. Advised to continue topical care. He has mupirocin ointment at home. To continue medications as directed. Follow up next week as needed.
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
