PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: Alert and oriented 74-year-old male in no acute distress.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils equal, round, and reactive to light. Ears are clear without erythema. Nose is without rhinorrhea. Throat has mild edema, mild erythema and no exudate. Pharynx is clear and patent.

NECK: Full range of motion. No thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Clear. Breath sounds in all four quadrants.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.
ASSESSMENT: Cough and viral respiratory infection.
PLAN: We will treat with Medrol Dosepak and Bromfed. Advised the patient to follow up as needed and discharged in stable condition.
