HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with stepmother who states daycare called because he had 100 temperature and is pulling at his ears, did notice the cough and runny nose from the last three days, has not been treated with anything at this time.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Delayed speech.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: Mildly ill-appearing male.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round, and reactive to light. Ears: Bilateral erythema down the canals. Nose with clear rhinorrhea noted. Throat: Mild edema and erythema. No tonsillar exudate noted. Airway is patent.

NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.

RESPIRATORY: Clear. Breath sounds in all four quadrants.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No rebound. No guarding.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion without tenderness.

SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.
ASSESSMENT: Upper respiratory infection, cough, and fever of unknown origin.
PLAN: Treated in the clinic with Tylenol 7.5 mL and given a prescription for amoxicillin. Advised self-care treatments for any changes in symptoms and continued use of Tylenol or Motrin for any fevers and to report to the emergency room if the patient becomes short of breath or has difficulty breathing or symptoms worsen.
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
