The patient comes in with cough, congestion, and allergies for the past couple of days, using Flonase and worried about possible bronchial infection with a history of bronchial asthma. 

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, low thyroid disease, hyperlipidemia, and GERD.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: She has had back surgery with fusion with good results except for neuropathy.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, Eyes, Ears, Nose and Throat: Slight rhinorrhea. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Few scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: No CVA tenderness. Extremities: Negative for cyanosis, edema, or clubbing. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Sinusitis with a history of bronchial asthma with hypertensive cardiovascular disease.
PLAN: The patient is given injections of Rocephin and dexamethasone with prescription for Medrol and Z-PAK. Follow up with regular doctor including ENT. Follow up here as needed.
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
