Mr. Eury is a 69-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2020. He also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and his diabetes is complicated by diabetic peripheral neuropathy. He also has a history of osteoarthritis. For his diabetes, he is on Humalog 75/25 26 units in the morning and 26 units in the evening. He failed metformin secondary to GI side effects. His latest hemoglobin A1c is 12.3%. For breakfast, he usually eats frosted flakes and for lunch it is usually chicken nuggets and dinner is usually salad and a protein.

Plan:

1. For his type II diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 12.3%. We will address his diabetic regimen and add Soliqua 30 units once daily and continue Humalog 75/25 30 units before supper. We will bring the patient back in six to eight weeks to reassess his glycemic control after making these changes.

2. For his hypertension continue current therapy.

3. For his hypertension check a current lipid panel.

4. For his diabetic peripheral neuropathy continue to monitor. This complicates management of his diabetes as well.

5. Notably the patient failed metformin therapy secondary to GI side effects.

6. We will also prescribe the Dexcom G7 sensor. The patient checks his blood glucose four times per day. He makes frequent adjustments insulin therapy based on blood glucose monitoring. He is now on insulin injections three times per day.
