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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 39-year-old, gravida 4, para 4, that delivered a baby five weeks ago through a C-section. The patient has been referred to this office by Dr. Mathura because of the presence of proteinuria. In talking to the patient, the pregnancy was without any complications, however, during the third pregnancy, the patient had preeclampsia. In the background, we have a patient that used to be more than 200 pounds, had a bariatric surgery and right now the body weight is 178 pounds and she is 5’4”. She has a BMI that is above 30. In reviewing the laboratory workup, the excretion of protein is consistent with 195 mg of protein per gram of creatinine, which is within normal range. There is no evidence of arterial hypertension, there is no evidence of hyperglycemia and there is no evidence of hyperlipidemia. The patient has a history of polycystic ovarian syndrome and she has some degree of insulin resistance. To that effect, we stressed the diet that has to become a plant-based diet with low salt and a fluid restriction of 45 ounces in 24 hours that will be the ideal condition. The patient is going to be reevaluated in six months with laboratory workup. The concerns that we have are: We have to monitor the anemia, we have to monitor the level of albumin that is low, but is understandably so because she just had a surgery and the fact that according to the retroperitoneal ultrasound she has only solitary right kidney with mild hydronephrosis that is associated to the pregnancy. We will give the followup. We instructed the patient to call us in case of any doubts that she has and I continue the monitoring with Dr. Mathura. We are going to reevaluate in six months.
