Dear Patricia:

Ms. Battista was seen in followup today. She is asymptomatic. The patient was initially seen on 04/10/2024 with a history of heart murmur for approximately 30 years and history of mild hypercholesterolemia. She is asymptomatic at present.

On exam, blood pressure is 106/60 mmHg. Pulse is 72 beats per minute. The cardiovascular system shows S1 and S2 are normal. There is an ejection systolic click followed by ejection systolic murmur 2/6 in the left lower parasternal area. The lungs are clear.

The patient had an echocardiogram on 06/03/2024 which showed normal left ventricular systolic function with the ejection fraction of 65% and normal left ventricular diastolic function. There was a trivial aortic regurgitation. Mild tricuspid regurgitation is likely a normal variant.

These findings were explained to the patient in detail and she was advised that no further cardiac workup is indicated at present. She was then advised to return to you regarding future followup. Since the patient is asymptomatic, no further workup is planned and the patient is advised to return to you regarding future followup.
