The patient presents with cough for one month, primarily cough, denying other symptoms.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He has history of hypertension and diabetes, also has history years ago of pneumonia four times.
Because of cough, chest x-ray was obtained, which showed presence of lesion left mid lung suggestive of scarring from prior infection with fine borders with additional history obtained of having a left chest mass, worked up several years ago including questionable chest CT, told was benign without further evaluation.

DIAGNOSES: Bronchitis, left lung lesion old per history with history of diabetes and hypertension.

PLAN: The patient was given injections of Rocephin and dexamethasone with old prescription for doxycycline and Medrol Dosepak. Also, given home nebulizer to use with albuterol with breathing treatment in the office with some improvement. To follow up with primary doctor next week for refills and for further evaluation, to notify primary doctor of lesion seen on x-ray, but apparently has been evaluated and worked up in the past.
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
