Ms. Gallagher is a 69-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her hypothyroidism management. She was diagnosed with hypothyroidism in her 20s. She also has a history of Hashimoto’s thyroiditis and hyperlipidemia. The patient reports symptoms of dry skin and fatigue at times. She reports some thinning hair. She denies compressive of the thyroid. She denies any constipation and she reports dry skin. She is currently on Synthroid 88 mcg daily. 
Plan:
1. For her hypothyroidism, at this point, my recommendation is to continue the Synthroid 88 mcg daily and establish baseline thyroid function panel including TSH, free T4 and free T3 level as well as TPO antibody level and a thyroid globulin antibody level.

2. We will check TPO antibody level and a thyroid globulin level to assess the status of her Hashimoto’s thyroiditis.

3. For her hyperlipidemia, continue current therapy.

4. Order a thyroid ultrasound to delineate her thyroid gland and assess for any thyroid nodules.

5. Follow up with primary care provider Louwella Mosqueda, nurse practitioner.
