She talks to her dead husband and feels like she sees him all the time. She has both auditory and visual hallucinations. She has lost another two and half pounds per report of the caretaker. She also has stage I decubitus ulcer, which is progressing to stage II slowly. She has issues with aspiration and a high risk of aspiration pneumonia. Once again, she is no longer able to stand up and is now total and completely bedbound and ADL dependent.
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
