REQUESTING PHYSICIAN: 

This is a 77-year-old right-handed Caucasian man who has a history of metastatic cancer of the prostate, history of cancer of the prostate with metastasis to the bone, status post radiation and chemo. No surgery done. As per the patient it is in remission. He has difficulty walking and having double vision for the last four months. He feels sensation in the ear with nausea. He uses patch on the right eye. His feet are hurting and aching. He is having dizziness also.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Cancer of the prostate, hypertension, diabetes mellitus, asthma, and cataracts 

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Cholecystectomy and prostatic biopsy.

ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN and IODINE.

MEDICATIONS: Zolpidem, Percocet, *__________*, dexamethasone, aspirin, Flomax, and abiraterone.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Does not smoke cigarettes. Does not drink alcohol. He is divorced, lives with the friend, have one daughter who lives far.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother deceased cancer of the breast. Father deceased cancer of esophagus. One sister.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: I personally reviewed the general, skin, metabolic, endocrine, EENT, pulmonary, cardiovascular, gastrointestinal, neurologic, psychiatric and musculoskeletal system. I found out that he is having headaches, vertigo, and lightheadedness.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 70/50, heart rate 72, and respiratory rate 16. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: S1 and S2 regular in rate and rhythm. Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds present. Neck: Supple. There is no carotid bruit. There is no jaundice, cyanosis, or edema. Anemia present. Neurologic: The patient is alert, awake, and oriented x3. Speech: No aphasia. No dysarthria. Pupils are equally reacting to light and accommodation. Extraocular movements are intact except left eye cannot abduct. There is no facial asymmetry. Tongue is in the midline. Shoulder shrug normal. Hearing is decreased on both sides. Finger-to-nose, no dysmetria. There is no pronator drift. There is no rigidity. No tremor. Motor system examination strength 5/5. Deep tendon reflexes 2/4. Plantar responses are flexor. Sensory system examination revealed presence of pinprick and vibratory sensation in both hands and feet.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: A 77-year-old right-handed Caucasian man whose history and examination is suggestive of following neurological problems:

1. Left abducens palsy.

2. Decrease hearing on both sides.

3. Anemia clinically present.

4. Diplopia.

His left abducens nerve problem and diplopia is due to the side effect of the chemotherapy, which involves the cranial nerves. His dizziness and lightheadedness can be due to his anemia. I would like to order the B12, folate, TSH, hemoglobin A1c, iron, total iron, binding capacity, and vitamin D. I advised him to follow with the primary care doctor. I would like to see him back in my office in three months.
