HISTORY: Ms. Doris Bell comes in with an acute laceration approximately 15 cm on the leg in the anterior portion of the calf. She apparently fell off the bed and she came in bleeding, we stopped the bleeding with pressure bandage; this happened approximately one hour ago. She is mentally all with it. She was brought in by her granddaughter. After cleaning of the wound and stopping of the bleeding under aseptic conditions, we cleaned it up with Betadine, then I used two packs of the 3.0 nylon sutures and approximately around seven stitches were placed well separated because of the thinning of the skin. I used a Telfa pad; the Telfa pad will be used to prevent any further sticking of the wound. The patient will be placed on Biaxin 250 mg twice a day because it appears that she had some kind of an allergic reaction to penicillin before. We used approximately 10 mL of lidocaine with EPI and a surgical tray. The patient tolerated the procedure well and she is ready to be discharged.
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
