CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right eye pain, left shoulder pain, followup for hypertension and back pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed pain in his right eye for 10 days and he also had eye examination done a week ago and it was unremarkable. The patient has blurry vision both the eyes. There is no trauma to the eye.

The patient complained of right shoulder pain and it is worse upon minimal exertion and the pain level in the right shoulder is 6 or 7 and it is worse upon activities of daily living. The patient had right shoulder x-rays done two years ago and the results are reviewed and it showed osteoarthritic changes as well as calcification of the rotator cuff tendon.
The patient also came today as a followup for hypertension and blood pressure is slightly elevated. The patient has not taken his morning pills yet. He is on low-salt diet.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or lightheadedness.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for paroxysmal atrial fibrillation and he is on Eliquis 5 mg tablet one tablet twice a day along with aspirin 81 mg once a day.

The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on diltiazem 120 mg CD once a day and hydrochlorothiazide 25 mg tablet once a day as needed along with low-salt diet.

The patient also has a history of glaucoma. He is on latanoprost 0.005% eye drops daily.

The patient has a history of diabetes and he is on metformin 1000 mg tablet one tablet a day along with low-carb diet.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on rosuvastatin 40 mg tablet once a day along with low-fat diet.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and he stays at home. The patient has no history of smoking cigarettes or alcohol use. He is fairly active however the pain is worse upon activities of daily living.
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The patient has back pain on and off, but lately he has been feeling better.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination no conjunctival abnormality of the right eye and the patient’s vision is at his baseline.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
Right shoulder examination reveals significant tenderness of the rotator cuff and the range of movement is reduced significantly.
NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
