The patient presents with history of diarrhea with intermittent vomiting initially for the past five days without diarrhea and vomiting today. He complains of some upper abdominal pain, given Pepto-Bismol by mother. He states he had a low-grade fever of 99.8 before and complains of slight headache today with also associated cough. He has history of mild asthma, takes Singulair, followed by pediatrician.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of tonsillectomy and tubes.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Apparent slight tenderness to upper abdomen and also right lower quadrant without guarding or rigidity. Bowel sounds are normoactive. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Gastroenteritis, questionable abdominal pain, probable viral syndrome.
PLAN: Given prescription for Zofran. Advised to observe. If continued with any abdominal complaints or pain, to take to the ER for CAT scan and further evaluation. Follow up with pediatrician.
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
