PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert, oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 97% at room air.
Blood pressure 123/74.
Pulse 106.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.2.
EAR: No erythema. No edema. No effusion. No discharge.

Tympanic membranes bilaterally normal with no effusion.

Mastoid, no tenderness to palpation. Negative tragal tug. No discharge.

She has moist mucous membrane.  
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented. The patient is interactive. Cranial nerves II through X are normal.
ASSESSMENT:

1. Otitis externa (improved).
2. Followup for otitis media.
PLAN: Mother was educated about swimming on protection. She was advised to continue the drops if the patient has pain and is not better return to the clinic within seven days.
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
