Dear Dawn:

This is a followup for Doreen with chronic kidney disease with prior leukemia and lymphoma affecting kidneys biopsy proven, on remission.  Last visit in December.  A new diagnosis of right-sided upper lobe adenocarcinoma.  Robotic surgery was done in Grand Rapids.  No chemotherapy or radiation treatment.  No major complications.  Minor cough.  No sputum production.  No oxygen, CPAP machine or inhalers.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  Chronic nocturia.  Essential tremors with a strong family history.  Pain issues evaluated in the emergency room.
Review of Systems:  Other review of systems done being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Notice the losartan and Eliquis with prior history of DVT right-sided.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 118/70 on the left.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites or tenderness.  Varicose veins bilateral.  Minimal edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries from June, creatinine at 1.41, in the worse side of her baseline numbers representing a GFR around 38 stage IIIB with normal electrolytes and acid base.  Phosphorus not elevated.  Mild anemia 12.6.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB for the most part stable, not symptomatic.  No progression.  No dialysis needed.  Back in February CT scan abdomen and pelvis with contrast, kidneys normal size without obstruction.  No urinary retention.  Present electrolytes and acid base normal.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No need for bicarbonate replacement.  No need for EPO treatment.  Follows with the other specialties for new diagnosis as indicated above.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
