Dear Dr. Moon:

This is a followup for Alex who has history of hypercalcemia and pulmonary sarcoidosis.  Last visit in December.  He is presently off the prednisone and Imuran.  He was treated for about three years.  He has noticed no symptoms.  I did an extensive review of them being negative.  Weight is 278, previously 274 and blood pressure in the office in the 120s/80s.
Review of Systems:  Negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Notice the Trulicity and metformin.
Physical Examination:  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular was normal.  No ascites, abdominal or back tenderness.  Minimal edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries June, normal kidney function.  Normal calcium and albumin.  Urine calcium excretion normal.  Other electrolytes have been also normal.  Previously no anemia.  Last A1c available 6.5.
Assessment and Plan:  Pulmonary sarcoidosis and hypercalcemia.  We have done two to three years of prednisone and Imuran.  Off medications, clinically stable.  Normal kidney function.  No increase of urinary calcium.  There is always a risk of recurrence, but recommendation is usually two to three years of treatment, interesting father has similar diagnosis.  This is not an inherited process.  All issues discussed with the patient.  Come back on the next 6 to 9 months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
