Dear Sirs at PACE:

This is a followup for Mrs. Hagerman, Polly, with diabetic nephropathy and preserved kidney function.  Last visit in January.  No hospital visit.  Has gained few pounds.  No vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea or bleeding.  No changes in urination.  No gross edema.  Uses an electrical chair.  Some trauma on the left shin.  No severe infection.  No falling.  No chest pain or palpitation.  On oxygen 4 liters 24 hours.  Not tolerating CPAP machine.  Problems of insomnia assisted living.  No smoking.
Review of Systems:  Negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight Aldactone, Lasix, Jardiance and potassium.
Physical Examination:  Weight 262, previously 232 ? and blood pressure 130/92.  Normal speech.  No expressive aphasia.  This was phone visit.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries are from June, normal kidney function.  High potassium.  Low sodium.  Elevated bicarbonate.  Glucose in the 300s.
Assessment and Plan:  Diabetic nephropathy and preserved kidney function.  There is high potassium.  Potassium and Aldactone needs to be stopped.  Monitor electrolytes.  Careful use of diuretics.  Tolerating Jardiance without infection.  Has morbid obesity.  No symptoms of uremia.  Chemistries need to include cell count for anemia, previously mild at 13.5.  Phosphorus also needs to be included.  All issues discussed.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
