Thank you for this referral.

The patient is seen, records reviewed, consultation is as follows.

The patient is seen for leukopenia.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of moderate intellectual disability history of autism, and history of leukopenia.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is 69-year-old well built and tall.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: On January 2nd showed WBC count of 3.3, hemoglobin 16.2, hematocrit 46.2, platelet 193,000, and neutrophils were 46%. However, on June 18th, WBC count was 5.3, hemoglobin 16, hematocrit 46.2, platelet were 208,000, and neutrophils were 60%.
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DIAGNOSIS: Transient leukopenia now improved.

RECOMMENDATIONS: No further workup or treatment is recommended at this point. A followup after four months with CBC is recommended.
