HISTORY: This is a 58-year-old female here with facial rash. She states this rash comes and goes, and is confined to cheeks and sometimes she will have fluid fill bumps around her upper lip. She states she came in today because rash is painful and irritating. She denies change in soap, change in lotion, change in make-ups, change in lotion, or new medication. She states that she will notice the facial rash worse whenever she drinks hot stuff mainly coffee or similar beverages.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: 

1. Hypertension.
2. Diabetes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Left leg reconstruction.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

1. Metformin.
2. Losartan.

3. Hydrochlorothiazide.

ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Endorses tobacco and alcohol use. She denies drug use.
FAMILY HISTORY: None.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies chest pain. She denies nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea.
She denies abdominal pain. Denies headache. Denies neck pain.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert, oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 100% at room air.
Blood pressure 124/85.
Pulse 83.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.9.

FACE: Erythematous blenching macule with telangiectasia discretely distributed in her cheek. She has discrete papules on her upper lips. The fissures are present in the right lateral surface of her lips in the region of oral commissures.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.
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NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
ASSESSMENT:

1. Rosacea.
2. Facial rash.
3. Lip papules and pustules.
PLAN: The patient was sent home with the following medications:
1. Triamcinolone 0.1% cream apply to affected area b.i.d. for 14 days #30 grams.
2. Metronidazole topical 0.75% lotion apply daily avoid contact with eyes #60 grams.
She was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none.
