HISTORY: This is a 12-month-old female accompanied by mother. Mother brought her in because she states she is not eating like she used to and she appears to be irritating. She states child is touching her gums on the right side and touching her ears on right side.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Child is alert, interactive, and playful. 
She has a lollipop in her hand, which she is sucking with no difficulties.
VITAL SIGNS:

Blood pressure 90/48.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.1.

Oral exam, the patient’s gingival is tender and edematous. Erupting teeth is palpable and tender.

HEENT: Normal. She has moist mucous membranes.
EAR; No effusion. No erythema. Light reflex is normal. TM without effusion.
NOSE: Clear discharge, erythematous, and edematous turbinates.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
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ASSESSMENT:

1. Decreased appetite.
2. Teething syndrome.
3. Followup for diarrhea and vomiting.
PLAN: The patient was given the lollipop in the clinic today. Child tolerated well. Review of the patient’s past visit, I looked at her weight. The patient’s weight last visit was 21 pounds. Today, her weight is 24 pounds. She on 04/23/2025, her weight seems to be a normal percentile for child’s age and she is not wasting. She is gaining weight.
The patient will be sent home with Zofran 2 mg ODT one tab sublingual t.i.d. p.r.n. for nausea or vomiting. As mother reported that child appears want to vomit, but does not sometimes. She was advised to increase fluids to come back to the clinic if worse.
