PE:

LUNGS:  Bilateral fair air entry.  No added sounds.

A:
Atrial fibrillation, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, status post recent Watchman procedure, and history of falls.
P:
The patient is admitted to Skilled Nursing Facility from the hospital because he was not able to take care of himself.  Now, he is starting to feel better.  His hematoma is resolving.  He is eating and drinking well.  Total time spent during admission was more than 50 minutes including reviewing old medical records, reviewing plan of care with nursing team and rehab team.
