Dear Lisa:
This is a followup visit for Mrs. Kelly with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease and diabetic nephropathy.  Her last visit was December 16, 2024.  Her weight is stable.  She has been feeling very well.  She states that her diabetes is very well controlled and she has had no hospitalizations or procedures since her last visit.
Review of Systems:  Negative.
Medications:  I want to highlight Trulicity 1.5 mg weekly, also Zetia, Lipitor, aspirin 81 mg daily and Protonix.
Physical Examination:  Weight 142 pounds, pulse 82 and blood pressure 142/74.  Neck is supple without jugular venous distention.  Lungs are clear.  Heart is regular.  No murmur, rub or gallop.  Abdomen is soft and nontender.  No edema.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done April 24, 2025.  Sodium is 141, potassium mildly elevated at 5.3, carbon dioxide is 28, hemoglobin 12.8, white count is 3.8, platelets 114,000 and they are always slightly low when we checked them, creatinine 1.5 with estimated GFR of 35, calcium 9.6, albumin 4.3, phosphorus 3.5 and intact parathyroid hormone is 47.2.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels.  We have asked her to continue getting labs every three months.
2. Diabetic nephropathy, currently stable and she will have a followup visit with this practice in 12 months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
