Dear Dr. Strom:
This is a followup visit for Mr. Richey with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, anemia and hypertension.  His last visit was December 30, 2024.  His weight is stable and he did require hospitalization in March 2025 due to aspiration pneumonia.  He has swallowing studies done and he is now having liquids that are thickened and all of his medications are crushed or liquid in form and has not had any further problems with aspiration since those measures have been taken and today his home health aide is also with him for this visit and no current nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No chest pain or palpitations.  He denies dyspnea or cough currently and urine is clear.  No cloudiness or blood and no edema.
Medications:  Medications are unchanged from his previous visit.
Physical Examination:  Weight 173 pounds, pulse 62 and blood pressure is 136/73.  Neck is supple without jugular venous distention.  Lungs are clear.  No rales, wheezes or effusion.  He does have a moist sound in cough, but the lungs appear very clear.  Heart is regular.  No murmur, rub or gallop.  Abdomen is soft and nontender and no peripheral edema.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done 04/18/25.  Creatinine is 1.58 with estimated GFR 41 this is a stable level, albumin 3.8 and calcium 9.2.  Electrolytes are normal.  Phosphorus 3.0 and hemoglobin is 12.2.  White count is normal.  Platelets are 120,000.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels.  We have asked him to continue getting labs every three months.
2. Hypertension, currently at goal.
3. Anemia of chronic disease with stable hemoglobin levels and the patient will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
