The patient presents with history of right ear pain over the past 10 days. Mother has been treating with old prescription for amoxicillin without benefit. He continues to swim with increased pain. He used Q-tips just to clean outside of ears, she states, some drainage noted.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: 2+ tenderness to right external ear and tragus with movement. Neck: Right infraauricular adenopathy 2+. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Right otitis externa with cervical adenopathy.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for azithromycin and Cortisporin Otic to use as directed with precautions not getting air or water in ear. Follow up p.r.n. Mother advised to irrigate ear with ear kit.
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
